Safety Month.

Here at Qatar Foundation, we take fire safety very se-
riously and will be promoting fire safety in various
ways this month!
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Eighteen to 24-year-olds are the least likely to have
developed an escape plan in the event of a fire.

Cooking is the leading cause of fire injuries on college
campuses, followed by careless smoking.

The kitchen is the leading area of origin for residence hall
fires due to food that has been left unattended!

1 woman was Kkilled in a fire caused by a build-up of lint in
the dryer. Clean the lint trap after every use!

3 people were killed in a fire caused by a pot left cooking on
the stove unattended. Never leave the room while cooking.

4 people were killed in a fire due to a space heater being
placed too close to the bed.

2 students died when a sheesha pipe was carelessly left
unattended, causing the sofa to catch fire.

5 people died when a glass jar candle exploded in the living
room setting the coffee table on fire.

Cook your dinner, not your kitchen é
Cover a grease fire, don't use water!

Never cover a smoke alarm!

Use a power strip - don't overload sockets.
Know what to do when the fire alarm sounds!
Get out and stay out whenever the alarm sounds!

Qatar?

Don’t delay — begin the exit permit process with your
branch campus TODAY!

This will include getting the form and making sure you
do not owe money to your institution or to QF for Hous-
ing fees!

(listed below is an overview of the process for students)

Non-GCC students are required to get an exit permit "
prior to leaving the country. For those sponsored by I #$/0
QF, this is the process they would follow:

1. Student go to the Student Affairs unit for their institution to get
the standard form. &
2. Each institution has their own internal process for how students 1
get the form completed but generally they:
a  Have the student bring the form to QF finance and QF Financial $ & $
Aid for signatures.
b. Then the student brings the form BACK to their Student Affairs ) $ $
unit and the BC staff will bring it to their finance department as well
as their Student Affairs departments for signatures. * +

C. Then the completed form is usually given back to the student to
bring to QF Immigration %

3.  While the process of getting all of the signatures can take a few
days, the Exit Permit itself may not be officially requested more than
7 calendar days before intended departure. If the student does not
leave within that time period, but needs to leave just after the expira-
tion of the Exit Permit, they would need to start over with the proc-
ess.
